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General information

The course is offered as a compulsory discipline within the frame of the academic program "Gender Studies" at the Faculty of Sociology at the second-cycle (MA) level

Language of instruction: Ukrainian and / or English 

Learning outcomes
On the successful completion of the course students will be able to perform:

Knowledge and understanding of

· basic terms and ideas of the feminist and gender theory for analyzing sex, gender, body and sexuality

· the role of the feminist theory in development of the modern  sociological research gender, body and sexuality  
Competence and skills in 
· understand and critically use base ideas of the feminist and gender theories for  sociological analysis of body and sexuality
· formulation research questions and hypothesis on complex social phenomena

· team-work on research and presenting results during the class debates session

Judgment and Approach to

· identify and critical reflect on gender as a major category of social analyze
· use cognitive potential of the feminist theory for the analysis of gender, body and sexuality in modern society 
· common sense knowledge, mass media proceedings and scholarly publications to develop knowledge in own field of study.

Course content
The course introduces topical issues in theoretical and practical sociological research on gender, body and sexuality. Students will be introduced to the basic concepts and provisions of the gender theory.  A particular focus will be placed on understanding how gender interrelates with other categories, in particular, body and sexuality. 
In the course will be reviewed the questions of how gender, sexuality, body intersect in the production of difference. The course will enable students critically use contribution of feminist research to their specific research interest.
Course design

The course is based on a combination of lectures and seminars. The lectures will focus on the impact of the classical feminist theory on other established disciplines. The seminars will focus on different themes that will be treated more detail.
Assessment

Assessment is based on:

· active participation in seminars, practical assignments 
· final essay, oral presentations, individually and in groups debate session

· written examination.

Re-examination is offered after the end of the course. If necessary, a second reexamination

is arranged at a later date.
Grades
Marking scale: Fail, E, D, C, B, A. The grades awarded are A, B, C, D, E or Fail. The highest grade is A and the lowest passing grade is E. The grade for a non-passing result is Fail. The student’s performance is assessed with reference to the learning outcomes of the course. For the grade of E the student must show acceptable results. For the grade of D the student must show satisfactory results. For the grade of C the student must show good results. For the grade of B the student must show very good results. For the grade of A the student must show excellent results. For the grade of Fail the student must have shown unacceptable results. At the start of the course students are informed about the learning outcomes stated in the syllabus and about the grading scale and how it is applied in the course.
